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Together, Blackhouse Wood and Crews Hill cover 45 hectares of semi-natural
ancient woodland. Crews Hill, bequeathed to the Trust in 1997, is home to
barbastelle bats, dormice, 58 species of moth and a wide range of butterflies
and birds.

A successful appeal in 2015 enabled the Trust to buy Blackhouse Wood.

Now these two woodlands are under the same ownership, we can ensure YO RRE
there is a much greater level of suitable habitat for species to move in and

through both areas. .

Crews Hill survived the planting and clearance of the 1960s that befell many
ancient woodlands. Large woodland provides more space for wildlife and allows
active management, resulting in many stages of growth found consistently
across the site — from open space to dense high forest. This diversity in habitat
leads to a greater diversity in the species the woodland supports.
